Woodruff Scout Reservation

Please Share these policies with all leaders attending campout.

Please Observe The Following:

· Abide by all the contents within the publication Guide to Safe Scouting. 

· Use only the facilities for which approval has been given (final assignments are made by the Ranger / Campmaster).

· Minimum leadership requires at least 2 adults must be present and in direct supervision of unit youth at all times.  

· Have your Scouts use the “buddy” system 

· Please remove all vehicles from your campsite after unloading and park in the designated parking areas Obey all posted speed limit signs, no more than 5 mph when Scouts are present. Riding in the back of pick-up trucks is forbidden, everyone must have a designated seat belt. 

· Absolutely, No dogs, cats, or pets allowed in the camp (not even on a leash). 

· For Special needs - please notify the staff in advance of your arrival. 

· Skateboards, roller blades, and similar devices are not allowed on camp.  Bicycles are allowed at Bert Adams and in designated areas at Woodruff. (Must have Helmets).

· No Tobacco Products, Alcoholic Beverages or Illegal Drugs are allowed on Camp Property.

· Shower house: Only boys use the “Boys” area. There is no code for entry. 

· Adults (male and female) and adult supervised female youth use the “Adult” bathrooms. Entry code is available from camp staff. Units should plan to assist the cleaning of the shower house prior to Sunday departure. 

· Fishing is allowed along the shoreline of the lake. NO FISHING in the area within the fence perimeter of the Aquatics area. (Allatoona, use designated area only.)

· Swimming will be limited to the designated area(s), and only if that area was requested in advance.  Adult leader must show proof of proper BSA training and have ranger approval. 

· Shooting Sports areas must be requested in advance. No personal Firearms, Archery equip, slingshots, etc. are allowed on camp property. 

· When disposing of garbage and trash please use the dumpsters. Campfires are limited to the permanent fire ring only. No temporary fire rings are to be constructed. No flame, including charcoal is to ever be left unattended. No bonfires allowed.   

· Do not allow Scouts to damage camp property.  Fees will be assessed for all damaged items. 

· ATVs/Quad-runners, personal golf carts, motorized scooters, RV's, personal water-craft and other vehicles of this type are not allowed on our camps.

· Campsites: Prior to departure, all tables are to be returned to the area that you found them. In the case of Woodruff, this is the campsite pavilion. Latrines are for personal hygiene.

· Permanent tent frames are to be left intact at all times. Do not allow scouts to climb/swing on frames.
